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Comparative and Superlatives Adjectives
Comparative Adjectives
We use the comparative to form a comparison between two people, places, things, etc. The comparative adjective form is determined by the number of syllables in the adjective. After the comparative form, we use than before the person, place, or thing you are comparing.

Example: Russia is larger than Canada. (large)
There are three types of adjectives at comparative degree:
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Superlative Adjectives
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To say someone or something
is the most or the least.

Messi is the fastest player in the world.




We use the superlative adjectives to say that something is the maximum on its category
Example: Rome is the most beautiful city in the world.
